Frovi ded with the Mcc-200 have an angled fitting with a
Schrader Val ve depressor on one end, and a straight fitting with no
depressor on the other end. The straight_fittings on all hoses are
attached to the headframe output ports as follows:

Attach the BIUE Hose Assenbly (3988-0243-01) to the Port on the right side
of the headframe nmarked LOW.

Attach the RED Hose Assembly (3988-0244-01) to the Port on the right side
of the headframe marked HIGH.

Attach the BLUE Hose Assenbly with Hand Val ve (3988-0236-01) to the BLUE
Hose Assembly.

Attach the RED Hose Assenbly with Hand Valve (3988-0235-01) to the RED
Hose Assembly.

NOTE: The hoses that are supplied with the Hand Valves have an angled
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fitting with a Schrader Val ve depressor on one end, and a straight
fitting with no depressor on the other end. The straight fittings on

the hoses are attached to the Hand Valve and the fitting with the
depressor will attach to the Vehicle that is to be serviced.
Cl ose both Hand Val ves.

The RED and BLUE Hose Assemblies may be wrapped for storage around the
Brackets installed in Step 3.

Place the Pads (0536-0520-01) in the Anti-splash Q1 Pan (7022-0135-01) .

Slide the Anti-splash O Pan into the krackets underneath the rear center
of the cabinet.

Renmove the plastic shipping plug fromthe rear center of the Vacuum Pump
and attach one end of the Tubing (8200-0175-01) .

Push the other end of the Tubing through the f loor of the cabinet into the
Anti-splash Q1 Pan.

Attach the blue nternal Hose to a 30 pound tank of R-12.

open the valve on the tank fully counter-clockwise.
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16. Check the valve and f itting for leaks using an R-12 Leak Detector.

17. 'kl)il.lrnkthe tank upside down and pl ace it on the scal es agai nst the warming
anket .

18. Use the Elastic Cord (0144-0011-01) to secure the tank in place.
19. Attach the internal RED hose to the 90 Degree Adaptor.

20. Attach the 90 Degree Adaptor (0647-0198-01) to the Disposable O Cylinder
(0271-0071-01) .

NOTE: Failure to use the 90 Degree Adaptor W || cause the scale to be
i naccurate and could result in overcharging of a system

21.  Slide the Disposable Q1| cylinder into the O Cylinder Bracket
(7012-1341-01) .

22. Attach the O Cylinder Bracket to the Scale in front of the Refrigerant
Tank using the wing Nut (0407-0060-01) .

23.  Recheck all fittings to make sure they are tight.
24, Store all accessories and adaptors in drawers.

NOTE: Accessories and adaptors being stored in the |iner compartments could
slide under the scal e causing a mal function. This could result in

overcharging of a system

NOTE: | N order to gain access to Some parts of the Mcc-200 it may be
necessary to remove the storage drawers. Slide the “L" shaped tool in
bet ween the drawer gui de and the bracket to0 allow the drawer t0 be
removed.
